
The Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) has finished the selection process for the 2015-2016 Transportation Alternatives (TA) cycle.  Forty-two (42) applications were 

received, thirty eight (38) were deemed eligible, and twelve (12) projects were selected at this time (see tables below).  As the twelve selected projects proceed along in design, MDT 

will get a better handle on expected expenditures against the TA program budget.  As projects develop, the funding picture might afford MDT the opportunity to identify additional 

projects to be developed.  If additional projects are added to the program, the process that will be used to select these additional projects will be: 

a. Projects will be considered in order of ranking, starting at #13 on the list below. 

b. When a project is being considered to be funded (aka added to the “selected projects” list), MDT will take into account funding distribution/balance between: 

1) entities over 5,000 and entities under 5,000 

2) urban and rural entities 

3) geographic distribution across the state 

c. The estimated cost of the project will be evaluated to see if it fits within the remaining TA program budget 

What this means is that it is not a guarantee that MDT will add project #13.  We may need to select a project further down the list to meet the criteria above.  Regardless, 

projects will be considered in the order below. 

The current plan is to solicit for the 2017-2018 TA cycle sometime in the summer/fall of 2016.  A global notice will be sent when the new application cycle is open.
