Service area. A process through which representatives of different agencies work

together to achieve any one or all of the following goals: more
cost-effective service delivery; increased capacity to serve unmet
needs; improved quality of service; and, services which are more
easily understood and accessed by riders.

An agency’s transportation board is different from a TAC. The
transportation board is a governing body for an agency. The TAC
is not a governing body but rather an advisory group that
cooperatively assists the local transit operator in assessing and
prioritizing local needs.

e Coordinating transportation means providing more services
with existing resources by working with other agencies.

e Coordinated transportation services must be tailored based
on each community’s unique needs, skills, and resources.
