* |n 2016, 190 total fatalities. Not wearing or
Improperly wearing a seat belt contributed to:

* 95 of the fatalities and 267 serious Iinjuries were
attributed to lack of or improper use of safety
restraints.

« 63% of fatalities in automobiles were not wearing
a seatbelt

» /3% of the fatalities were ejected
