As a reminder to Montana Aeronautics airport Loan and Grant Program applicants, the Loan and Grant online portal (http://
www.mdt.mt.gov/aviation/loans-grants.shtml) is accepting FY23 applications from July 1, 2021, through November 15,
2021.

If you cannot enter the website, you may have a previous award that needs a closeout form or a status report filed (required
at project completion, or annually).

Additionally, projects must be broken down and listed as one project per line item on the application. As an example,
asphalt projects should be broken down by runway, apron, and taxiway and not as one project combined together.

Non-Federally Funded Airport Alert!

Recently, many federally-funded airports have been able to fund 100% of their upcoming infrastructure projects through
legislation passed by Congress due to the COVID-19 pandemic. As a result, there may be an unanticipated increase in
grant funding available due to a lack of local match required for federal-aid airport projects in FY21. Airports are
encouraged to apply at the link above.
