Crash Data
Year to Date 2019 Crash Data, as of February 25, 2019, there have been 16 fatalities compared to 18 last year at this
time.

Old Business —
Strategy 1: Cable median barrier warrants- Roy Peterson reported that a draft warrant study is underway. CDM Smith is
finalizing the draft report that will have recommendations for MDT to consider. The Traffic and Bureau staff will review
the report and then present it to others within the department for final approval. If approved by management, then
cable barrier projects will be programmed. Project reviews will include MDT, Motor Carriers, and MHP staff.

> Project Status: report still anticipated to be completed by Spring 2019.

Strategy 3: Reduce roadway departure and intersection crashes through education. Research Project: MVD Safety
Content Project - Roy Peterson reported that work is being done to finalize project. Project will utilize MSU-Billings to
coordinate research activities. 7-8 safety videos are planned to be shown at specific license/ registration stations. The
research team will conduct post surveys to determine what was seen and if it was impactful.

> Project Status: Anticipated kickoff Fall semester of 2019.

Strategy 3: Reduce roadway departure and intersection crashes through education- Traffic Incident Management
(TIMS) Marcee Allen reported that the Steering Committee continues TIM training with responders. Responders include
state/ county law enforcement, local fired departments, EMTs/ local community ambulance, tow truck operators,
state/county/local road department staff. Principal instructor is Sgt. Alex Betz, MHP. The focus is to provide consistent
incident training to achieve the three objectives of the TIM National Unified Goal (NUG) of responder safety, safe and
quick clearance, and prompt, reliable, Interoperable Communications. Training has been added to the MLEA basic
training. Upcoming training is scheduled at the annual Montana Tow Truck Association Convention, September 2019.
> Project Status: To date 34% of the state’s responders have been trained. The goal is 45% by end of
September 2019. Committee continues to identify potential safety partner to promote training
opportunities.



Strategy 3: Reduce roadway departure and intersection crashes through education — Drive skills training
2018 calendar report out on driver safety programs: AARP, OLS, Drivers Ed, Montana Motorcycle Riders Safety, Teen
Peer-to-Peer, etc.

e Teen Peer-to-Peer, it was reported that during the 2018-19 school year, 16 FCCLA school chapters participated
in developing safety campaigns focusing on risky driving behaviors and includes distracted driving this year.
Students have been implementing these campaigns since October. Awards will be announced March 22 on the
top three chapters.

e  AARP- Carl Peil reported the 2018 Driver Safety Classes included
o  AARP Driver Safety held 177 classroom classes in Montana during 2018 with 2072 participants.
o There were 794 participants in AARP’s On-line Driver Safety Classes in Montana during 2018. (About
57% were females)

Following the meeting the following reports were submitted.
e  OPI Driver’s Education — Fran Penner-Ray reported:
o 8,467 students completed traffic education during the 2017-18 school year. This represents 68 % of
the public and private high school students eligible to enroll in traffic education.
o 132 high school districts offered a state approved traffic education program.

New Business-
Strategy 6: Explore and implement best practices for reducing road departure... Research Project: Developing a
Methodology for Implementing Safety Improvements on Low-Volume Roads in Montana
Purpose: Develop a methodology for identifying and prioritizing locations on local roads at the network level deserving
of Highway Safety Improvement Projects. Project will be presented to Montana Association of County Road Supervisors
(MACRS) to inform stakeholders of ongoing project and solicit feedback. Kick off meeting was held on 2/25.

» Project Timeline: The research project timeline is 18 months. Updates will be provided as they occur.
